The Stevia plant is native to South America and is grown
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for it's exceptionally sweet leaves. Within the leaves are
a number of compounds with varying degrees of

sweetness. The most potent of these is rebaudioside-A
which can be between 250-400 times the sweetness
of sugar.
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Whilst other compounds in the plant can leave a bitter
or licorice flavoured after-taste rebaudioside-A rates highly
in both sweetness and taste quality.
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Potential Applications
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The potential applications for Stevia are varied and wide-ranging. Due fo its low inclusion levels it adds no calorific
value to products. It is also a natural sweetener because no chemical modification is used in the exiraction process
from the stevia leaves. It's clean taste and balanced sweetness can improve the taste profile of many different types of food
products such as:
